Daily Life in Japan

Welcome, from your distant countries, to Toyota. As you well know, the living environment and customs of your country and those of Japan are quite different.
Please follow the rules for communal living, in order not to disturb your neighbors.
1. Rules:
1) Being quiet.
     -Japanese housing is closely packed and with many people who work at night and sleep in the day it is only fair not to make a lot of noise. Especially in the early morning or at night, please do not listen to the TV or to music at high volume or make loud noises within your living space, or on stairways.
2) Garbage -Disposal of Garbage on Specified Days and Times in the proper manner-IN Toyota, garbage from everyday life is disposed of with the cooperation of the citizens.
-Garbage must be separated by type: items make from recyclable natural materials (fro example, plastic drink bottles, aluminum cans, etc.): burnable garbage, waste metal, garbage intended for landfill etc., and must be set out in the morning of the day assigned in your neighborhood, in the assigned place, and in the　appropriate　garbage bag for the type of garbage being collected on that day.
-throwing any garbage or cigarette ends from windows in high-rise buildings is forbidden!
2. Registering with your Local Community Association
1)    To help make life in the city more enjoyable people of different neighborhoods are involved in the following activities.
      -For safety at home: Instruction concerning road safety, organization of autonomous emergency aid groups, provision of anti‐theft lighting etc
      -For improve the living environment:  Collection of empty cans, cutting of grass, c leaning garbage areas etc.
      -For encourage mutual communication: Festivals and other events where people can get to know each other.
      -For Anything else thought necessary to help improve people’s lives is discussed and put into action.
2)   Communication actives are largely carried out within the  “self‐governing districts” in the city. The people of the district become members and create organizing committees.
-These districts collect the money for these activities in the form of a set contribution from the inhabitants.
